DID YOU KNOW? 
 
That at a meeting of the Squash Rackets Association of Southern Africa on  
21 December 1959, it was recorded that the following Provinces were  
interested in the Inter Provincial Tournament to be then known as  
the Currie Cup of Squash : Eastern Province,  Border, Western Province, Natal    
Rhodesia and Transvaal. 
  
Following this in April 1960, the three brothers Jarvis, donated a trophy in memory 
of their late Father and thus the annual competition was born, and then  
known as the Jarvis Cup. The first Jarvis tournament was played in  
Port Elizabeth and was won by Transvaal. 
 
The first Kaplan cup Inter Provincial for ladies was named after the well  
known Cecil Kaplan and his wife, Dorothy, and was played in Johannesburg  
for five years from 1960 until 1965 when it went to Cape Town. Only in  
1968 did sense prevail when the two tournaments came together in the  
then Salisbury and ever since Jarvis and Kaplan have been played together.

Some years ago a Provincial player who was ambidextrous ( left and right handed ) 
appeared on court with a racket in each hand! He played merrily switching from left to 
right hand at will and his opponent could not be blamed for thinking he was seeing 
double!
